PLEASE COME IN CLEAN, SOBER, AND WITH THE APPROPRIATE CLOTHING FOR WHERE YOU'RE

GETTING TATTOOED.
For example: do not wear tight pants if you are getting your leg tattooed.

BE WELL RESTED AND BE SURE TO EAT BEFORE YOUR TATTOO APPOINTMENT
Getting tattooed takes a lot out of you.. it's best to not get tattooed on an empty stomach.
Fatigue, nausea and passing out can and will happen easier if you're hungry.
Bring water or something to drink and even a snack or lunch if you are having a long sesion.
You will be able to keep your drink nearby, but no food can be consumed in the tattooing area.

THINK ABOUT YOUR OWN COMFORT.
If you are scheduled for a long tattoo session or you know you will be
in an awkward position, feel free to bring a pillow.
If you get cold easily bring a blanket to cover up with.

KEEP YOUR ENTOURAGE TO A MINIMUM!
Although we like to have fun and keep things light, too many people can be a distraction
for the artist as well as the client.
Pick one “tattoo buddy”to accompany you.
Please keep in mind that we want to give you the best tattoo we possbily can,
which means you need to focus just as much as we do.
(YOU MOVE, WE MOVE!)
it's that simple.

CHILDREN DO NOT BELONG IN A TATTOO SHOP!
We like kids, don't get us wrong.

It is ok if they come in while someone is getting dropped off for their appointment,
You may have the greatest kid in the word, but they usually have a short attention span
and can become troublesome and disruptive to those in the shop.,
distracting other clients and artists.
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
